MARS CBT Setup Instructions


The following instructions will help you access and log on to the CBT using the Wide-Area Network, Internet, or CD-ROM.  

Using MARS CBT over the WAN

If this is the first time accessing the MARS CBT from this computer over the WAN, you must first map a network drive and run a setup program.  You will only have to do this once.  Instructions on mapping a network drive and running the setup program are below.

To use the MARS CBT over the WAN, you must first tell your computer where to find the CBT on the network.  To do this, you must map a network drive:

1. Open Windows Explorer or Windows NT Explorer.

2. On the Tools menu, click Map Network Drive.  The Map Network Drive dialog box appears.

3. Choose an unused drive letter from the Drive drop down list. Make note of this letter (i).

4. In the Path box enter:

\\kymarsw1\marscbt\

5. Click OK.

Once you have mapped the network drive, you are ready to setup the CBT.  You only have to run setup once.  To setup the CBT:

1. On the Windows Start menu, choose Run.

2. Where i: is the letter of the network drive you mapped in steps 1-5 above, enter i:\setup.exe 

3. Click OK.

4. Follow the on-screen setup instructions.

To launch the CBT after setup:

1. On the Windows Start menu, point to Programs.

2. Point to MARS CBT.

3. Click MARS CBT Menu.

Using MARS CBT over the Internet

1. Open your Web browser (recommended:  Internet Explorer 4.0)

2. Access the Simplified Administrative Services Project web page at http://adm.state.ky.us.

3. Scroll down this page to Project Components.  Click on the “Management Administrative and Reporting System Project (MARS)” link.

4. Find the “Training” link and click on it.

5. Scroll down the page to the “MARS CBT Training” link. Click on it to open the MARS CBT web page.

If this is your first time accessing the MARS CBT over the Internet from this computer, you must download and install the Neuron plugin in order for the CBT to work with your Web browser.  Instructions on installing the plugin can be found on the MARS CBT home page.  You only need to install the plugin once.

Once the Neuron plugin has been installed, you may access the MARS CBT by clicking the underlined hyperlink on the MARS CBT home page.  

Using MARS CBT from a CD-ROM

To setup the MARS CBT from the CD_ROM drive:

1. Insert the MARS CBT CD-ROM into the CD-ROM drive.

2. On the Windows Start menu, click Run.

3. Determine the drive letter for your CD-ROM drive (d).

4. Where d: is the letter of your CD-ROM drive, enter d:\setup.exe
5. Click OK.

6. Follow the on-screen setup instructions.

To launch the CBT after setup:

1. Make sure the MARS CBT CD-ROM is in the CD-ROM drive.

2. On the Windows Start menu, point to Programs.

3. Point to MARS CBT.

4. Click MARS CBT Menu.

If you do not have access to the Internet or WAN and are taking the CBT from the CD-ROM, your log file will be stored locally on your hard drive.  You must send this file to Daphne Jackson at DIS Systems Training Branch to get credit for taking the CBT.  If you take the CBT over the Internet or WAN, the file will be sent automatically.

To send your log file, you can copy it to a floppy disk and mail the file.  The file can be found in:

c:\mars_cbt\log\xxxxxxxx.log  (where xxxxxxxx is your MARS CBT user id)

Select the xxxxxxxx.log file and copy it to a floppy disk. Mail it to:
