Dear Mr. McCarty:

Pursuant to software license agreements between the Commonwealth of Kentucky (“Commonwealth”) and American Management Systems, Incorporated (“AMS”), AMS granted licenses to the Commonwealth for certain components of AMS ADVANTAGE 2000™ identified in the applicable license agreement, ADVANTAGE Travel, BRASS, Procurement Desktop, and PD Web (collectively, the “Software”).  Those releases licensed to the Commonwealth and identified in the applicable license agreements, are the only releases of the AMS Software that will handle the year 2000.
